Program Instructions: 

Domestic Violence Transitional Housing 

Effective July 1, 2011, through June 30, 2012 
1. Contractor will provide Transitional Housing that is scattered-site rental assistance or site-based housing through provision of housing assistance and comprehensive support services.
2. Contractor will provide intensive domestic violence specific advocacy/peer support that is provided through direct face-to-face interaction with resident. The Contractor can contact via face-to-face, phone or email interaction with another service provider or community partner on behalf of the resident. This support must meet the minimum defined Advocacy requirements as listed in *RFPQ No.R11-10339 Domestic Violence Victim Services - section 2.3.2 (1) Advocacy.
3. Advocacy must be provided using the mobile advocacy model meeting participants at sites throughout the county that participants identify as safe and accessible.
4. Contractor will assist the participant in assessing risk and developing a safety plan prior to placement in housing.

5. Contractor will assure the habitability of the leased unit.

6. Contractor will conduct a home visit with participant at a minimum annually however monthly is preferred.  
7. Contractor will actively assistant the participant to obtain safe sustainable housing.
8. Contractor will develop relationships with housing providers that will increase the ability of participants to live successfully and safely in transitional housing.  This could include educating housing providers concerning issues specific to domestic violence.
9. Contractor will advocate with other service providers, landlords and others in the community on behalf of participants or their accompanying children.
10. All services should be developed in accordance with RFPQ No. R11-103339 as outlined in Section 2.2 Goals, Values & Other Important Considerations and  Section 2.3.2 Domestic Violence Program Competencies.
