Background Information

When the Levy was forced to make significant cuts in FY 2012 and 2013 due to revenue declines, the Allocation Committee adhered to its prior commitment to fund SUN CS sites at a minimum level established by county funding.  This led to cuts in other after-school programs of up to 40% in some cases.  When the Levy faced further revenue declines in FY 2014, the County agreed to assume funding for 8 community school programs funded by the Levy in order to avoid further service cuts.  


The Levy was renewed by the voters in May 2013 and will make grants under the renewed Levy in the spring of 2014.  In preparation for this funding round, the Levy is seeking input from a variety of stakeholders to help determine funding priorities and strategies.
