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Cleaning & Sanitizing Guidelines for Restaurants & Food Service
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COVID-19 is a new virus detected for the first time in 2019. COVID-19 causes fever, cough
and/or shortness of breath. For most people, the virus has mild to moderate symptoms,
but it can cause severe complications or death in vulnerable people.

Use routine cleaning procedures

Early evidence suggests that the COVID-19 virus

can survive for several days at room temperature.
However, special processes beyond routine cleaning
and sanitizing are not recommended at this time.
Regular household cleaners as well as a simple
bleach solution (2 cup bleach to 1 gallon of water)
have been shown to be effective in preventing the
spread of COVID-19 and other viruses.

BLEACH SOLUTION

for non-visible contamination

1 gallon
of water

1 tablespoon
of bleach

+ Check the expiration date on bleach and
make sure it has not been opened for more
than 6 months.

- Allow 1T minute of contact time with the surface
and wash away with water.

« Use bleach in open areas.
« Do not mix with other chemicals or soap.

+ Prevent chemical contact with food during
cleaning.

+ Use gloves when disinfecting an area and throw
them in the trash when finished.

SURFACES THAT ARE

Cleaning and sanitizing

+ Remember, cleaning and sanitizing are not the
same. Clean with soap and water to remove dirt
and food from surfaces. Sanitize with chemicals
or heat to reduce germs. Surfaces that look clean
may still have germs on them that you can't see.
Sanitizing reduces these germs to safer levels.

« Clean and sanitize surfaces that are frequently
touched. Surfaces such as remote controls,
kitchen counters, door knobs, bathroom surfaces,
keyboards, tables and chairs, and phones and
tablets should be cleaned often.

+ Follow the instructions on your cleaner for how
long the surface needs to remain wet for it to
be effective.

- Food-contact surfaces should be washed, rinsed,

and sanitized after each use.
