Admission criteria for COVID-19 Rent Relief CARES funding
Purpose: 

· The purpose of the CVRRP funds is to prevent evictions caused by the financial and health impacts of COVID-19. 

Eligible Households:
Participants must meet one of the COVID-19 impact criteria below:
· A loss of income due to COVID-19 related factors

· Compromised health status or elevated risk of infection or vulnerability to COVID-19

· Diagnosed or exposed to COVID-19

Eligible Units and Income Limits:

· Eligible households must be living in Multnomah County (housed or unhoused) and must be at or below 80% of Area Median Income (see income limits chart below). Additional supplement employment income ($600) issued during the COVID-19 pandemic is excluded for the purpose of income eligibility. 



Amount & Frequency of financial assistance 
1. $4000 maximum assistance per household. Funds must be spent by 12/30/20. [updated 7/20/20]

Income Limits 
Households served with COVID Rent Relief funds must be under 80% Median Income.

Eligible Expenses  

· Current or future rent payments (subsidized rent is eligible)
· Rent arrears
· Moving costs
· Security and utility deposits
· Application Fees
Not Eligible: mortgage payments, direct client assistance
