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 The update today will highlight successes and 
collaborative efforts to suppress gang 
involvement and gang violence in the 
community.  

DCJ will address the need for continued 
support and development of programs which 
target gang prevention, intervention and 
suppression efforts in the community in 
collaboration with criminal justice partners, 
stakeholders and the community.
