This Voters’ Pamphlet for the Nov. 5, 2024 General Election is being mailed to all residential households in 
Multnomah County. Due to the size of both the State and County Voters’ Pamphlet the pamphlets are 
being mailed separately. If you don’t have your State Voters’ Pamphlet yet, look for it in the mail soon. 
Here are a few things you should know: 
• City of Portland: This election will be the City’s first use of ranked choice voting. In November 2022, 

City of Portland voters approved the use of ranked choice voting for the City’s elected offices. On this 
ballot, Portland voters will use ranked choice voting to elect the Mayor, Auditor, and City Councilors. For 
information about ranked choice voting, including details on how to mark your ballot, you can view 
our Facts to Know About Ranked Choice Voting page. 

• Urban Flood Safety and Water Quality District - Special Election: the first election for all five elected 
positions will be held at the November 5, 2024 General Election. All candidates are elected district-wide.

• Six official drop sites have been impacted by library construction closures this election. These 
include: Albina, Belmont, Midland, North Portland, St. Johns and Troutdale. If you frequent one of 
these library locations, you can view our 24-Hour Official Ballot Drop Sites page for more details on how to 
return your ballot at one of our new official ballot box locations.

• You can view your registration status at OregonVotes.gov/MyVote. There you can update your voter 
registration or track your ballot. The Voter Registration Deadline is October 15, 2024.   

• Ballots will be mailed beginning on Oct. 16, 2024. If you do not receive your ballot by Thursday, October 24, 
2024, please call 503-988-VOTE (8683) or email elections@multco.us.

In addition, ahead of the election we are asking voters to Let’s Make a Plan to VOTE! Here is what you can do 
to be ready for the election and ensure your vote is counted:
1. Register to VOTE. Update your voter registration information or register to vote at  

OregonVotes.gov/MyVote. The Voter Registration Deadline is Oct. 15. Sign up to Track Your Ballot at  
MultCo.us/TrackYourBallot.

2. Get your ballot. You will receive your ballot in the mail beginning Oct. 16. If you have not received your 
ballot by Oct. 24, take action and contact the elections office. 

3. VOTE your ballot. Remember to sign your ballot return envelope. Your signature is your identification. If 
you forget to sign or your signature does not match we will contact you so you can take action and we can 
count your vote. City of Portland Voters: Remember to put both pages of your ballot in the return 
envelope – the general election ballot and your City of Portland candidate contest ballot. 

4. Return your ballot. Two ways to return your ballot – 1) Return by mail, your ballot envelope must be 
postmarked by Tuesday, November 5 and received within seven days to be counted. 2) Official Drop Site, 
voted ballots must be received at any County elections office in Oregon or official drop site location by 8:00 
p.m., Tuesday, November 5.

5. Have a VOICE and make a difference. Unofficial election results will be posted after 8 PM Nov. 5 at 
MultnomahVotes.gov. Final official election results are certified by Dec. 2.

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Election Definitions

General Elections happen during even years on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in
November. The election on Tuesday, November 5, 2024 is a General Election.

Absentee Ballot
A ballot cast by a registered voter who will be 
away from their home address during an election
including a voter living abroad, serving in the 
military, traveling, or attending school. The voter
must request the appropriate absentee ballot 
request form.

Bonds
Bonds are debt obligations issued by jurisdictions 
to fund major capital improvement projects.
Similar to a home mortgage, they are used to 
finance large purchases over time. Bonds are
generally repaid through property taxes. The 
financial impact of a bond election will vary from
resident to resident based on property values and 
the number of bonds issued.

District
A geographical area that an elected official serves 
or represents. There are many different and
overlapping special districts (school, water, fire, 
and other districts).

General Election
A statewide election that is held so that registered 
voters can decide state and national officials
who will head the government.

Levy (noun)
An imposed collection of local or state tax(es), by 
voter approval, which may be a renewal of
existing taxes or an increase to a tax through a 
local option tax by voter approval. 

Precinct
A precinct is the smallest geographic subdivision 
for voting purposes. Multnomah County has
113 precincts.

Precinct Committee Person (PCP)
An elected or appointed individual who represents 
a major political party and voters in a precinct.

Ranked Choice Voting
Ranked choice voting allows voters to rank 
candidates in order of preference. Starting in
November 2024, City of Portland voters will use 
Ranked Choice Voting. Offices eligible for RCV
are: Mayor, Auditor, and City Councilors. Refer to 
the, Facts to Know about Ranked Choice
Voting, section for more information.

Signature Envelope
The voter places their ballot in the signature 
envelope, signs it, and returns it by mail
(postmarked on or before election day) or drops 
the ballot at any official ballot drop site in
Oregon by election day. The Elections office will 
verify the signature to ensure it matches the
signature on the voter registration card provided 
when registering to vote.

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Write-in Votes

To vote for a write-in candidate who does not 
appear on the ballot, completely darken the oval 
to the left of the line provided for the office and 
write the full name of the candidate on that line.

• Make sure you have correctly marked your 
choice for each contest.

• Your official ballot may have contests printed on 
both sides.

• Place the ballot in the return identification 
envelope.

• Read the Voter’s Statement on the return 
envelope and sign in the signature box.

• Your ballot cannot be counted if you do not 
sign the return envelope.

• Every signature is checked against the 
registration signature on file. The signatures 
must match for the ballot to be counted.

If you vote for more candidates than allowed for 
an office or if you vote both Yes and No on a 
measure, it is called an overvote and your vote 
will not count for that contest.

If you make a mistake or change your mind 
while marking your ballot, you may correct it 
yourself. See example below.
• Make your choice obvious so that your 

intent is understood and your vote is counted 
correctly.

• If you are unable to correct your ballot, you may 
request a replacement ballot from the elections 
office.

Facts to Know about Voting and Elections
Who can register to vote in Oregon?

• You must be a United States citizen,
• A resident of Oregon,
• And at least 16 years old. You will get your first 

ballot in the mail once you are at least 18 years 
old.

You must register to vote at least 21 days 
before Election Day.

How can I register to vote?
• Online at OregonVotes.gov/register or
• On a paper Oregon Voter Registration Card that 

can be picked up at an elections office, DMV, 
public library, or post office.

How does vote by mail work?
All elections in Oregon are conducted by the 
county elections office. The elections office 
mails ballots directly to voters. Voters complete 
their ballots, and then return them to the county 
elections office in the mail or by putting them into 
an Official Ballot Drop Box.

1. Register to Vote
2. Receive a Voter Notification Card
3. Receive a Voters’ Pamphlet
4. Receive Your Ballot
5. Vote Your Ballot
6. Return Your Ballot

How do I vote my ballot?

Find the candidate or measure response (YES or 
NO) of your choice. Completely darken the oval 
to the left of your choice with blue or black ink. Do 
not use felt tip markers.

Vote by mail in a few simple steps:
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How do I vote my ranked choice ballot?

Fill in no more than one oval per column and no 
more than one oval per row.

 

• Fill in one oval in the Rank 1 column for the 
candidate you like the most.

• If you have a candidate that you like second 
best, fill in one oval in the Rank 2 column for 
that candidate, and so on. 

• To write in a candidate, write the candidate’s 
name on the line provided and fill in the oval for 
the rank of your choice.

• You are allowed to rank up to six candidates, 
but you can rank only one candidate if you 
prefer. Ranking other candidates does not harm 
your Rank 1 choice.

Whether you are voting in a contest for a single 
winner (such as Mayor of Portland) or multiple 
winners (such as for Portland City Councilors), 
the ballot layout and steps to vote will be the 
same.

Skipped Rankings

When filling out your ballot, if you skip over a rank 
column, your next highest ranking will be elevated 
to take its place in the counting process.

Overvotes

If you choose multiple candidates in the same 
rank—for example, if you rank two candidates 
as your first choice—that is called an overvote. 
Your overvoted ranking will not be counted and 
your next highest ranking will be automatically 
elevated to take the place of the overvote.

Repeat Rankings

If you rank a single candidate multiple times, only 
the highest ranking is accepted and each lower 
ranking for the same candidate is ignored as if 
you had skipped that ranking.

If you make a mistake or change your mind 
while marking your ballot, you may correct it 
yourself. 
• Make your choice obvious so that your intent is 

understood and your vote is counted correctly. 
• See the example below for how to correct 

your ballot if you fill in more than one oval in a 
column or a row.

• If you are unable to correct your ballot, you can 
request a replacement ballot from the elections 
office.

Common Mistakes

Facts to Know about Ranked Choice Voting (RCV)
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Escriba el nombre de un candidato

Para votar por un candidato por escrito que no 
aparece en la boleta electoral, debe rellenar 
completamente el óvalo situado a la izquierda 
de la línea prevista para el cargo y escribir el 
nombre completo del candidato en esa línea.

Clasificaciones omitidas

Si al llenar su boleta electoral omite una columna 
de clasificación entre las demás columnas, su 
siguiente clasificación más alta se elevará para 
ocupar su lugar en el proceso de conteo de vots.

Votos de más

Si elige a varios candidatos en la misma 
clasificación, por ejemplo, si coloca a dos 
candidatos como su primera elección, a esto 
se le conoce como votos de más. La columna 
que tiene votos de más no se contabilizará y 
la siguiente clasificación más alta se elevará 
automáticamente para ocupar su lugar.

Clasificaciones repetidas

Si clasifica varias veces a un mismo candidato, 
únicamente se aceptará la clasificación más 
alta y se descartarán las otras clasificaciones de 
menor rango para este candidato como si hubiera 
omitido esa clasificación.

Errores comunes

• Убедитесь, что вы отметили нужный вариант по 
каждому пункту.

• В официальном избирательном бюллетене пункты 
для голосования могут быть напечатаны на обеих 
сторонах.

• Положите бюллетень в приложенный специальный 
конверт с обратным адресом.

• Прочитайте на конверте с обратным адресом 
заявление избирателя и проставьте подпись в поле 
для подписи.

• Ваш избирательный бюллетень может быть

полностью овал слева от выбранного варианта. Не 
пользуйтесь фломастерами.

Несколько простых шагов голосования по почте
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Как проголосовать в бюллетене для 
голосования по принципу ранжированного 

выбора?
Заполните не более одного овала в столбце и не 
более одного овала в строке. 

• Заполните один овал в колонке «Ранг 1» для 
кандидата, который вам нравится больше 
всего.

• Если какой-то кандидат стоит у вас на 
втором месте, заполните один овал в 
колонке «Ранг 2» для этого кандидата и так 
далее. 

• Вам разрешается ранжировать до шести 
кандидатов, но если хотите, то можете 
проголосовать только за одного кандидата. 
Ранжирование других кандидатов не 
повредит кандидату, которому вы присвоили 
Ранг 1.

• Чтобы вписать кандидата, напишите его имя 
в отведенной строке и заполните овал для 
выбранного вами ранга.

Независимо от пункта выборов (с одним 
победителем (например, на должность мэра

Пропущенные ранги

Если при заполнении избирательного бюллетеня 
вы пропустите столбец с рангом между другими 
кандидатами, ранг вашего следующего по рангу 
кандидата будет повышен и он займет это место в 
процессе подсчета голосов.

Избыточное голосование

Если вы присваиваете нескольким кандидатам 
один и тот же ранг — например, ставите двух 
кандидатов на первое место — это называется 
избыточным голосованием. Столбец с избыточным 
голосованием не будет учитываться, а ранг 
вашего следующего по рангу кандидата будет 
автоматически повышен и он займет место в 
столбце с избыточным голосованием.

Повторное ранжирование

Если вы присвоили ранг одному кандидату 
несколько раз, принимается только самый высокий 
ранг, а все более низкие ранги, присвоенные 
тому же кандидату, игнорируются, как если бы вы 
пропустили этот столбец.
Если вы допустили ошибку или передумали во 
время заполнения избирательного бюллетеня, 
это можно исправить самостоятельно.

Tìm tên ứng cử viên hoặc câu trả lời cho dự luật 
(Có hoặc Không) mà quý vị lựa chọn. Tô đầy đủ 
hình bầu dục bên trái lựa chọn của quý vị bằng 
mực đen hoặc xanh. Không sử dụng bút dạ 
quang.

Bầu cử qua thư qua một vài bước đơn giản:
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Cách bầu chọn trên lá phiếu bầu cử theo cách 
xếp hạng tên ứng cử viên như thế nào?

Tô không quá một hình bầu dục cho mỗi cột và 
không quá một hình bầu dục cho mỗi hàng. 

• Tô một hình bầu dục vào cột Xếp hạng 1 cho 
ứng viên mà quý vị thích nhất.

• Nếu quý vị có ứng viên mà quý vị thích thứ hai, 
tô một hình bầu dục vào cột Xếp hạng 2 cho 
ứng viên đó, v.v. 

• Quý vị được phép xếp hạng tối đa sáu ứng cử 
viên, nhưng quý vị chỉ có thể bầu chọn cho một 
ứng cử viên nếu quý vị muốn. Việc xếp hạng 
các ứng viên khác không gây ảnh hưởng đến 
lựa chọn Xếp hạng 1 của quý vị.

Bỏ qua Xếp hạng

Khi điền phiếu bầu, nếu quý vị bỏ qua việc tô vào 
một cột xếp hạng giữa những cột khác, xếp hạng 
cao nhất tiếp theo của quý vị sẽ được đánh giá 
để thay thế trong quá trình kiểm đếm phiếu.

Bầu chọn dư

Nếu quý vị chọn nhiều ứng viên có cùng xếp 
hạng - ví dụ, nếu quý vị xếp hạng hai ứng viên là 
lựa chọn đầu tiên của mình - thì đó được gọi là 
bầu chọn dư.

Signature Envelope
The voter places their ballot in the signature 
envelope, signs it, and returns it to Elections. The 
Elections office validates the ballot package and 
then counts the ballot.

As a PAC member, I supported the total replacement of 
Imagination Station following the fire damage. I encouraged 
the creation of an off-leash dog park, but an acceptable 
location was never determined until recently.
While on CAC, I supported expanding public comment 
opportunities at Council meetings, making every agenda 
item subject to public comment. The municipal code was 
revised to provide for that. 
As a Planning Commission member, I have consistently 
opposed variances from the minimum parking space 
requirements for apartment complex proposals. 
On BC, I supported a $1 million budget cut in anticipation of 
increased police and fire costs, which passed. I ultimately 
voted NO, holding out for even more substantial reductions. 
Any cuts are very rare.
I have consistently attended Council meetings for at least 
the last ten years, covering three different Mayoral terms.
I have spoken against Council stipends and stipend 
increases because voter approval was never obtained.
I strongly encouraged and approved of re-instating 
“top three” election of Councilors, which expands voter 
choice greatly and minimizes the likelihood of unopposed 
candidates.

A Yes vote amends the Charter such that approval by the 
majority voting on the measure is required to change the 
Gresham City Charter.

New Charter language: “Any measure which proposes to 
amend, repeal or replace this Charter shall take effect only 
if it is approved by a majority of votes cast on the proposed 
measure.”

A No Vote retains existing Charter language requiring “at 
least 60 percent of the electors casting votes for or against 
such measure” to amend the Charter.

The 60% vote threshold to amend the Charter is unique 
to Gresham. The Oregon Constitution and other cities of 
similar size to Gresham allow Charter amendments to be 
approved by a majority of electors voting on the measure.

EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

Amends Charter, charter amendments require 
approval by majority of votes.  

QUESTION: Shall the Charter be amended such that 
changes require the approval of a majority of electors 
voting on the measure? 

SUMMARY: The Gresham Charter, adopted in 1978 
and last amended in 2012, is the constitution of the City 
of Gresham. This amendment is referred to the voters 
on behalf of the Gresham Charter Review Committee 
(CRC); a committee of Gresham citizens.

The CRC determined the current Charter denies the will 
of the majority of voters approving a Charter change.

The Charter requires voter approval to change any word, 
phrase, grammar, or punctuation in the document. The 
current Gresham Charter requires that amendments 
must receive 60% or more of the votes in favor of the 
change. 

If this ballot measure is approved, any amendment of 
the Charter would still require voter approval. Charter 
Section 45A would be amended to change the voter 
approval requirement to “A majority of votes cast on the 
proposed measure”. 

This measure has no known fiscal impact. 

This measure would take effect when approved by at 
least sixty percent (60%) of the votes cast for or against 
this measure. 

PROPOSED AMENDMENTS
SECTION 45A. CHARTER AMENDMENTS

Any measure which proposes to amend, repeal or replace 
this Charter shall take effect only if it is approved by at 
least 60 percent a majority of votes cast on the proposed 
measure. electors casting votes for or against such 
measure.

As I have volunteered with the City of Gresham, I’ve had 
the privilege of observing how our local government is 
working.

Gresham is one of only two cities in Oregon (of over 200) 
that has the requirement for a greater-than-50% majority 
approval for charter changes. It is unusual, and there is a 
reason for it.

Key components in our current city charter were established 
when Gresham was annexing Rockwood and other areas 
of West Gresham. At that time, a small group of insiders 
sought to retain power by drafting a charter which would 
make it possible for them to retain strong control over city 
government. 

The plan worked -- for decades, the charter has been 
used to protect the power of a small group of conservative 
community members who have dominated Gresham 
politics. It has similarities to the Jim Crow laws that 
enforced racial segregation in the Southern United States. 
We need to make some important changes to the charter 
to ensure that all Gresham residents can be engaged at 
City Hall. Hopefully, the City Council will have the courage 
to refer those necessary changes to voters in the future, as 
recommended by the recent Charter Review Committee.

There were no arguments filed in opposition.
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The City of Lake Oswego owns Stevens Meadows, a park 
of about 28 acres outside city limits in Clackamas County. 
The County is responsible for maintaining and improving 
Stafford and Childs Roads adjacent to the park.

In 2018 Clackamas County conducted a Federal Highway 
Administration road safety audit that revealed problems 
with the Stafford/Childs intersection, including limited 
intersection visibility, rear-end crashes involving injuries, 
high speed turning, and heavy traffic without many gaps. 

Between 2020 and 2024, Clackamas County designed 
different alternatives for the intersection and involved the 
public and other stakeholders. After this public engagement 
process the County finalized and funded a design requiring 
the construction of a roundabout at the Stafford/Childs 
intersection. 

The County designed the project to reduce crashes, 
ease traffic congestion, and create bike lanes and 
safer pedestrian paths. The County estimates that road 
improvements could decrease fatal and injury crashes by

Question: Shall Lake Oswego amend the Charter to 
allow Clackamas County to improve road safety using

Summary: The City owns Stevens Meadows, a park of 
about 28 acres outside City limits in Clackamas County. 
The County is responsible for Stafford and Childs Roads 
adjacent to the park. 

The County has determined improvements to the 
Stafford/Childs intersection are necessary to ease 
congestion and reduce injuries from accidents. The road 
improvements, which will be paid for and constructed by 
the County, will reduce crashes, ease traffic congestion, 
and create bike lanes and safe pedestrian paths. 
The County estimates the road improvements will 
decrease the crashes by 88% at the intersection. The 
County needs to use about 0.2 acres for these road 
improvements. The project will also realign an existing 
gravel driveway used for park maintenance, affecting an 
area of about 0.2 acres. 

The City Charter prohibits the City from allowing roads 
on Stevens Meadows. If adopted, this measure would 
amend the Charter, allowing the City to enable County 
use of up to 0.4 acres of Stevens Meadows for the 
limited purposes of public safety road improvements and 
driveway realignment.

88%. The project also includes plans to mitigate potential 
environmental impacts of the project through work on the 
land around Pecan Creek, a fish bearing stream directly 
adjacent to Stevens Meadows.

The County needs to use about 0.2 acres of Stevens 
Meadows for the road improvements. The project will also 
realign an existing gravel driveway on the Meadows used to 
maintain the park, affecting another area of about 0.2 acres.

In 2021, Lake Oswego voters passed an amendment to 
the City Charter limiting the types of development allowed 
on 15 City-owned parks, including Stevens Meadows. 
The Charter directs the City to prohibit anyone, including 
Clackamas County, from building a road or redeveloping 
the gravel driveway on Stevens Meadows. 

Measure 3-618 would amend the Charter, allowing the City 
to authorize the County to use up to 0.4 acres of Stevens 
Meadows for the limited purposes of public safety road 
improvements and driveway realignment.

If the measure is adopted:
• The Charter would be amended, allowing the City to 

authorize the County to use up to 0.4 acres of Stevens 
Meadows for the limited purposes of public safety road 
improvements and driveway realignment. 

• The City Charter will continue prohibiting development on 
the rest of Stevens Meadows. 

• The City will continue to manage the park in accordance 
with the City Charter.

Measure 3-618
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This measure asks whether or not to allow businesses 
related to psilocybin, a substance found in certain 
mushrooms, to operate in Lake Oswego.

In 2020, Oregon passed a law (Measure 109) allowing 
psilocybin to be made, delivered, and used in licensed 
facilities across the state. These businesses are called 
“psilocybin-related businesses.” However, the state also lets 
local governments, like the one in Lake Oswego, decide if 
they want to ban these businesses within their city limits. 
A ban must be approved by the city’s voters. The Lake 
Oswego City Council has adopted an ordinance prohibiting 
the establishment of psilocybin-related businesses within 
the city and, as a result, has referred this measure to the 
voters.

The Lake Oswego City Council has also adopted local rules 
for psilocybin-related businesses on top of what state law 
requires.  The local rules are aimed at protecting children in 
childcare facilities close to psilocybin businesses, distancing 
marijuana and psilocybin businesses, and clarifying zoning 
between mixed-use and residential. For detailed information

Question: Shall the City of Lake Oswego prohibit 
psilocybin service centers and the manufacture of 
psilocybin products within the City? 

Summary: State law authorizes the manufacturing, 
transportation, delivery, sale, and purchase of psilocybin, 
the psychedelic drug found in certain mushrooms, in 
Oregon. A city may “opt-out” by adopting an ordinance 
prohibiting the establishment of licensed psilocybin 
product manufacturers and/or psilocybin service centers 
within their boundaries. A city that “opts-in” may also 
adopt local time, place, and manner restrictions on 
psilocybin product manufacturers and/or psilocybin 
service centers that are in addition to those already 
imposed by state law. 

The City adopted an ordinance prohibiting the 
establishment of psilocybin product manufacturers 
and psilocybin service center operators (collectively, 
“psilocybin facilities”) within the City. State law requires 
that this ordinance must be approved by the voters 
before it may take effect. The City Council also adopted 
an ordinance imposing local time, place, and manner 
restrictions on psilocybin facilities in addition to those 
already imposed by state law. 

Approval of this measure would prohibit psilocybin 
facilities within the City. Rejection of the measure would 
allow psilocybin facilities within the City subject to state 
and local restrictions.

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The volunteer Charter Commission recommended 
amending the City Charter to streamline Council approval 
of utility franchise agreements by removing outdated, 
burdensome and redundant requirements. A utility franchise 
agreement authorizes a utility to use City streets to provide 
residents with utility services.

Currently, Chapter 10, Article 2 of the Charter requires City 
Council to use a lengthy and outdated process that can 
take over six months to complete. For example, the entire 
franchise – which can run 25 pages or longer – must be 
published in the newspaper.

Under the Commission’s recommendation, outdated and 
redundant requirements specific to franchise agreements 
would be deleted. Instead, Council would grant franchises 
using its standard ordinance process. The standard process

ENERGY EFFICIENCY MANDATES — AGAIN!

VOTE NO on MEASURE 26-253!

This isn’t the first time the City has tried to mandate costly 
energy efficiency projects on homeowners and other 
property owners. It’s time to say NO again, to Measure 
26-253.

Years ago, City Council adopted an aggressive mandate, 
requiring: 

• ALL residential and commercial building owners 
(including homeowners) to 

• Weatherize and retrofit their properties for energy 
efficiency 

• Within five years or before the building could be sold, 
whichever came first. 

Portland voters stood up then, and added smart 
protections to our City Charter: Costly energy 

efficiency mandates now require Portland voters’ 
approval. 

But un-elected city officials are trying to overturn those 
protections. A few city bureaucrats convinced 16 members 
of the Portland Charter Commission to put this issue on the 
ballot, hoping to overturn those voter-approved protections 
against costly mandates. 

On November 5, voters should reject costly mandates 
AGAIN, by voting NO on Measure 26-253. 

Bureaucrats’ intent was clear: They want Measure 26-253 

to pass so they can implement “strong mandates around 
energy efficiency” without giving voters a chance to weigh 
in, no matter how much it might cost you. 

This isn’t a popular idea. The Charter Commission 
held listening sessions on climate issues, and heard 
from community members who supported incentives 
that would help community members make energy 
efficiency upgrades. But the community’s list of ideas and 
recommendations said nothing about mandatory energy 
efficiency retrofits.

Then, when the Charter Commission asked for feedback 
on this proposed measure, only a handful of Portlanders 
commented. But the Charter Commission sent Measure 26-
253 to the ballot anyway. 

It’s your turn to weigh in. 
We can’t afford to give the city a blank check for costly 

retrofits.

Approval of this measure would prohibit the establishment 
and operation of additional recreational marijuana retailers 
within the city.

This measure will not apply to existing licensed recreational 
marijuana retailers in the City.  It will not apply to any 
medical marijuana businesses or dispensaries.  It will 
prohibit additional recreational marijuana retailers from 
locating in the city.

ORS chapter 475C directs the Oregon Liquor and Cannabis 
Commission to license recreational marijuana producers 
(those who manufacture, plant, cultivate, grow or harvest 
marijuana), processors, wholesalers, and retailers. 

A city council may adopt an ordinance prohibiting the 
establishment of any of those entities within the city, but the 
council must refer the ordinance to the voters at a statewide 
general election. The City Council of Troutdale has adopted 
the text of this ordinance prohibiting the establishment of

Prohibits additional recreational marijuana retailers 
in Troutdale, allows existing retailers.

QUESTION: Shall Troutdale prohibit additional 
recreational marijuana retailers in the city, but allow 
existing retailers and other types of marijuana 
businesses?

SUMMARY: State law regulates both recreational and 
medical marijuana operations, including and retailers. 

State law allows a city council to adopt ordinances to be 
referred to the voters that prohibit the establishment of 
any of registered or licensed marijuana activities, while 
allowing existing activities to continue.

Approval of this measure will prohibit the establishment 
of additional recreational marijuana retailers within 
the city.  Existing recreational marijuana retailers, all 
producers, processors and wholesalers, as well as 
medical marijuana registrants will not be affected by this 
ordinance.

If this measure is approved, the city will be ineligible to 
receive distributions of state marijuana tax revenues 
and will be unable to impose a local tax or fee on the 
production, processing or sale of marijuana or any 
product into which marijuana has been incorporated.

Existing recreational marijuana retailers in the City 
may continue to offer for sale marijuana and marijuana 
products such as concentrates, extracts, edible products, 
and other products intended for human consumption and 
use in compliance with state law. 

additional recreational marijuana retailers within the city and 
has referred this measure to the voters.

If approved, this measure would prohibit recreational 
marijuana retailers from establishing new retail sales 
stores after March 14, 2023, within the City.  Recreational 
Marijuana Retailers that were licensed to operate in the 
City prior to March 14, 2023 may continue to operate under 
those licenses.  Medical marijuana processors and medical 
marijuana dispensaries that were registered with the state 
before the city council adopted the ordinance, and medical 
marijuana dispensaries that had applied to be registered on 
or before July 1, 2015, can continue operating in the City 
even if this measure is approved.

Approval of this measure has revenue impacts. In fiscal 
year 2021-22, the city received $23,552 state marijuana 
tax revenues, and in fiscal year 2022-23, the City 
received $17,798 under ORS chapter 475C.  If approved, 
this measure would make the city ineligible to receive 
distributions of state marijuana tax revenues.

Currently, a city may impose up to a 3% tax on the sale of 
marijuana items by marijuana retailers in the city.  The City 
does not currently collect such a tax.  However, a city that 
adopts an ordinance prohibiting the establishment of any 
recreational marijuana retailers may not impose a local tax 
or fee on the production, processing or sale of marijuana or 
any product into which marijuana has been incorporated.  
Approval of this measure would therefore prevent the City 
from imposing a local tax on those activities.

ARGUMENT IN OPPOSITION

Troutdale voters,
There is absolutely no benefit to Troutdale residents in 
upholding Ordinance #882 by approving this Measure. The 
moratorium on “additional” marijuana retailers in the City 
has been in effect since March 2023. It was enacted as a 
response to an application that was at risk of approval due 
to an “inadvertent” omission by the City Planning Division 
when the Troutdale Development Code underwent revisions 
changing the format from text-based to a use “table”. A 
“footnote” was left out that prohibited retailers within 1,000 
feet of a public park. That has since been corrected. 
The “knee-jerk” reaction by Council was to go “nuclear”, 
shutting down the possibility of any future applications 
until brought before the voters in a General Election. In the 
meantime, the City has been ineligible for State shared 
revenues that are collected as taxes from the City’s existing 
marijuana retailer. The City has acknowledged the loss is 
in the range of $20,000/year. To put that in perspective, 
$25,500+ is budgeted for “Movies in the Park”. Of course, 
as long as that business exists the losses will be on-going. 
If the expectation is that retail marijuana might someday be 
gone from Troutdale, it’s that particular business “location” 
that is “grandfathered” to remain eligible, not that specific 
business. It could be replaced by an entirely different 
marijuana retailer. 
It should also be remembered that Troutdale voted in favor 
of Measure 91 in November 2014. If the Council thought 
that the election results meant that voters approved of 
recreational marijuana being legal but opposed it being 
available within the City limits, the Council could have put a 
moratorium in effect at that time to be voted on in 2016, but 
chose not to.
Approval of Measure 26-248 will cost Troutdale government 
lost income and not eliminate retail marijuana sales.
A NO vote will assure future shared revenues to the City’s 
coffers.

The Parkrose community is in a key moment for change 
— to build a strong future for our children — and our whole 
community. Parkrose School District currently serves 
over 2,800 students in six schools and other programs 
throughout Portland. We are proposing this local option levy 
to ensure all students we serve have the support they need. 
Over the last fourteen years, Parkrose graduation rates 
have risen 13 percentage points with 82% of our students 
graduating, which is above the statewide average.

QUESTION: Shall district maintain teachers, classroom 
support; by requesting levy of $1.25 per $1,000 
assessed value for five years beginning 2025?

SUMMARY: Parkrose School Districts is asking for 
a local option levy that will bring in an estimated 
$3.6 million in the first year and is projected to fund 
approximately 28 teachers and classroom support staff 
annually over five years. 

This local option levy would: 

• Support a well-rounded education for Parkrose 
children, including career and technical programs and 
enrichments and electives, so students graduate with 
college and career ready skills. 

• Provide classroom supports, such as educational 
assistants and reading specialists for students 
struggling with academic or emotional behavioral 
health issues. 

• Help maintain class sizes and prevent significant 
increases across the district. 

Levy rate proposed is $1.25 per $1,000 assessed 
property value. 

No levy funds will be spent for administration. Funds will 
be kept in a separate account/fund with; independent 
community oversight to verify that funds are only used as 
approved by voters.  

The levy will raise an estimated $3.6 million in 2025-
2026; $3.7 million in 2026-2027; $3.8 million in 2027-
2028; $3.9 million in 2028-2029; and $4.1 million in 
2029-30.

the Legislature. This local option requires independent 
community oversight that will ensure tax dollars are used 
only for purposes approved by local voters.

• Funds will be placed in a separate account/fund to 
ensure their correct use and accurate reporting.

Levy will propose a tax rate of $1.25 per $1,000 of 
assessed value
• The local option levy will be for a period of five years.
• For a home at the current average assessed value of 

$250,000, the levy cost is $26.04 per month, or $312.50 
per year.

The continuing mission of the Sauvie Island Volunteer Rural 
Fire Protection District 30J is to provide medical assistance, 
and fire protection service to the residents of Sauvie Island 
and to provide mutual aid assistance, per our contracts, 
with Scappoose Fire Department and the Portland Fire 
Bureau. This mission requires passage of a five-year Local 
Option Levy for general operating purposes.

Many factors contribute to the departments continued 
increase in cost of operations. Basic resources such as 
electricity, fuel, and natural gas prices have increased 
dramatically. OSHA has instituted institutional testing 
and physical wellness monitoring for all fire fighters, and 
the cost of these mandatory services rise each year. 
Maintenance of our hard goods, equipment and basic fire 
protection gear continue to be high cost items (with one set 
of turnouts for one firefighter costing from $4000-$5000). 
Additionally, equipment needs to be replaced as it becomes 
dramatically outdated, falls below Federal Standard or 
becomes unsafe.

The above reflect only a small selection of the costs and 
reasons for the Local Option Levy. Detailed explanations 
of any of the above costs and a review of the District’s 
Budgets is available to residents of the district by mail, 
email or at public meetings and Department board 
meetings.
