Notes: Overall, Portland Reported Offenses have decreased 26% from October 2008. In September, Average Daily Standard 

Bookings increased for the third month in a row to 103 per day. The Adult Jail Beds Utilization Rate has increased every 

month since May, currently at 95.1%. A total of 92 inmates have been emergency released in the last four months, 16 in 

September. In September, the Average Length of Stay(ALS) in the jails was 11.59 days, again reaching the shortest average 

length of stay calculated for at least five years of data collection.

Notes: Total Cases Closed increased by 21% and the number of Case Convictions increased 35% between August 

and September. Overall, the Juvenile Probation caseloads are decreasing, while at the same time the high and 

medium risk caseloads are increasing and low risk caseloads are decreasing.
